Aram is one of the most renowned football  

players in Iraq (Bet-Nahrain). He is recognized  

world wide and his popularity spread 

through Turkey, Iran, Lebanon, Syria, Algeria,  

England and America. 

 

Aram started his career whilst he was living in  

Habaniya. He represented many teams, and  

after gaining so much experience he soon  

established the Assyrian National Team (1950s).  

This team was strong, diligent, tactical and  

very successful, beating many teams that crossed their path.  

 

In the 1950s Aram was chosen to be a member of the Iraqi National Team. It was here 

that his popularity grew as he began to play national and international football games.  

 

In the 1950s he also joined the Assyrian National Team. They played both at home and 

abroad against the Iran Taj Club and the Turkey Club. 

 

Aram Karam was later offered a position by the I.P.C. (Iraqi Petroleum Company-

Kirkuk). They asked him to join the I.P.C. football team. He accepted their proposal and 

brought excellent results for the team. It was here that Aram played side by side with 

Youraish I. Benyamin, Isaac Y. Isaac (Izak), Aziz Younan (Azo), Sargis Sultan, Fadel 

Elias, Korshed Nania and many more great football players.  

 

Aram was an excellent striker, and was known for his powerful kicks on the field. It often 

intimidated the opponent, in particularly the goal keeper. One of the Iraqi newspapers 

famously wrote ‘If you want to know Aram Karam you can ask the goal keeper 

Mohammed Thamer. Aram Karam really gave him a hard time to control the ball’.  

 

Aram Karam now resides in California – U.S.A. All Assyrians living in Sydney, 

Australia, and many Assyrians around the world know Aram as a football legend. You 

will always be remembered. May God Bless you and your family and keep you in good
